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1. assuage (verb) – to make feel better, to ease or lessen

2. apothecary (noun) – a pharmacist, or a pharmacy

3. piety (noun) – religious holiness or religious devotion

4. impotent (adjective) – powerless or without ability to do something

5. taciturn (adjective) – silent, not saying very much

6. amble (verb) – to stroll or saunter casually

7. revelation (noun) – a discovery, the exciting exposure of something new

8. malevolent (adjective) – evil and wicked

9. predilection (noun) – preference or habit

10. nebulous (adjective) – hazy and imprecise, unable to be known or seen for sure

11. condescend (verb) – patronize or look down upon (usually used with “to”...for example; Most parents condescend to their children, even as they get older.)

12. illicit (adjective) – unlawful, dishonest or illegal

13. sojourn (noun) – a break, rest, or stopover

14. cordial (adjective) – friendly, nice and mannerly

15. erratic (adjective) – unpredictable, inconsistent
